Eye Injuries 

· Seek emergency medical care for: 

– Puncture to the eye 

– Unequal pupils 

– Visual disturbances 

– Constant pain, tearing or blinking (for more than 30 minutes) 

– Inability to move the eye; foreign bodies in the eye 

– Light sensitivity 

· Avoid excessive movement of the injured eye. Prevent eye movement by gently covering both eyes with gauze or paper cups. Do not remove any object that has punctured the eye. Call 911. 

· Hold child’s hand and constantly talk to her if she cannot see. 

· The following conditions should be evaluated by the child’s doctor as soon as possible: 

– All black eyes 

– Scratched corneas (clear part of eye scratched by dirt, sand, etc.) 

– Bleeding in the white part of the eye 

– Lacerations near the eye 

· If poison splashes in the child’s eye, gently flush eyes with water for 15 minutes and call the Georgia Poison Center at 404-616-9000 or 1-800-282-5846 for further advice. To flush eyes, pour water over the bridge of the nose, using a plastic bag with a small hole in it, an eye-wash bottle or a gently running hose or shower. 
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
