Neck and Spinal Injuries 

· Always suspect a neck or spinal injury if the child: 
– Has fallen more than 10 feet or three times his height 
– Has a bad head injury 
– Does not get up and come to you for comfort after a fall 
– Tells you his neck or back hurts [image: image1]
· Do not move the child unless he is in immediate danger if not moved (drowning, fire, etc.). Call 911. 
· If the child vomits, roll him like a log, keeping the neck and back straight, so he is turned on his side. 
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
